SUBJECT:  "Eagle Eyes" Antiterrorism Reporting Program

       Today’s threat environment calls for added vigilance to detect terrorist plans.  This can be done by getting people to recognize a potential attacker’s preoperational planning activities and providing an easy reporting process that quickly passes information of suspicious activity to appropriate agencies.  A new program called “Eagle Eyes” provides the necessary emphasis and reporting apparatus.  “Eagle Eyes” is an aggressive Air Force-wide “neighborhood watch” program.  Recently briefed at the Air Force Force Protection Summit, the program won the support of senior Air Staff and MAJCOM representatives.   I wholeheartedly support the “Eagle Eyes” program, and I encourage you to get on board by utilizing its innovative force protective measures.  

       While the “Eagle Eyes” program is an Air Force Office of Special Investigations initiative, it will require multi-functional participation at the installation level.  Installation commanders, security forces, group commanders, public affairs offices, OSI detachments, and others will have to work together to promote and implement processes--both on and off-base--to maximize the program’s efficacy.  Accordingly, AFOSI has already built a comprehensive communication plan to promote the program through public affairs and other channels.  In addition, HQ AFOSI is preparing a “road show” approach whereby teams of special agents will travel to all MAJCOMs to explain and promote the program.

       Preventing terrorism against our people and resources demands our best efforts. “Eagle Eyes” will bolster Air Force mission capability by protecting lives and resources from terrorist acts.  I solicit your support of this initiative and look forward to full program implementation throughout the Air Force.
